Single Day Rafting - Klickitat River
*IMPORTANT INFORMATION?*

Here's the scoop on your upcoming rafting adventure with YD Adventures. If you have any questions,
please call us at (503) 266-7622.

The Rendezvous: Please meet your YD Adventures guides at our 'take-out’, the Leidl Bridge
Campground, at 9:00 a.m. Please see the enclosed directions.

The Shuttle: You are responsible for your own shuttle. It's easy if you bring designated drivers who
would not raft. Another option is to leave a vehicle at Leidl Campground. At the end of the trip, the
drivers can use that vehicle to drive back to the put-in and get the rest of the vehicles. The round-trip
shuttle takes about an hour.

YD Adventures/Reachout Expeditions will provide a Farmer John style wet suit, splash jacket and
neoprene booties for your rafting comfort and warmth. You will need to bring a layer or two of your own
to go underneath. Please, no cotton clothing for the river! Please bring synthetic or fleece type
clothing. For safety reasons, no 'dip sticks' or water cannons.

What you bring:
A Bag Lunch
Swimsuit Warm hat Sunglasses
Synthetic or fleece 'long john' bottoms (light or medium weight).
Synthetic or fleece 'long john' top (lightweight).
Synthetic or fleece jacket or sweatshirt (medium weight).
Synthetic or Wool Socks Synthetic Gloves (optional for the cold-blooded)
Bring a small duffel bag with a comfortable change of clothes and a towel for the 'take-out'.

The Form: At the beginning of the trip, YD Adventures staff will collect from you the completely filled out
medical/liability release forms for each participant, signed by a parent/legal guardian (if participant is
under 18 years of age). A signature is required on each side of the form. The minimum age of a
participant is twelve.

Release forms are required, no exceptions can be made.

Each raft will hold between 6 and 8 people plus a guide. Participants will each carry a paddle and help
maneuver the boat down the river. Unfortunately, for safety reasons we must request that pregnant
women remain ashore during the rafting season.

The YD Adventures staff has each raised their own support outside of any camper fees. They are
committed to Christ and view their services to you as service to Christ. We know you will enjoy each
other. The YD Adventures Staff will be the final authority on your expedition. They will appreciate your
input and insights tremendously.

DIRECTIONS TO LEIDL BRIDGE CAMPGROUND
(KLICKITAT RIVER)

We will meet you at the Leidl Bridge Campground along the Klickitat River.
It is about a 2 hour 15 minute drive from the Portland area.

Take |-84 east to Hood River.

Turn off on exit #64 to White Salmon, WA

Cross over the toll bridge into Washington. (.75 each way)

At the junction with Hwy 14 turn LEFT (west).

In about 2 miles turn RIGHT to Trout Lake, Alternate Hwy #141.
Follow Alt. Hwy 141 about 3 miles until it meets Hwy 141.

At the stop sign turn LEFT onto Hwy 141.

Follow Hwy 141 for about 8 miles to the little town of BZ Corner.
In BZ Corner turn RIGHT following signs to Glenwood (@17miles).
In Glenwood turn RIGHT at the stop sign, BZ Corner/Glenwood Rd.
Continue on the main road about another 18 miles.

Leidl Campground is on the right, BEFORE you cross the river.
Turn RIGHT into the campground.

Alternate Directions
On occasion the road between BZ Corner and Glenwood washes out due to winter weather. Should you
arrive in BZ Corner to find that the road is closed, do not worry. Simply back track to Hwy 14. Turn LEFT
and follow Hwy14 to the junction with Hwy 142 in the town of Lyle. Turn LEFT (North). Follow Hwy 142 to
the Leidl Bridge Campground (about 30 miles up the road on the left after the bridge.)
