*IMPORTANT INFORMATION*

Below is a summary of information you will need regarding your upcoming adventure with YD Adventures.
If you have any questions feel free to call us at (503) 266-7622.

You will meet your YD Adventures guides at the time indicated on your contract. Your YD Adventures trip
leader will contact you regarding the coordination of the put in location. If you do not wish to shuttle your
own vehicles you can arrange with the Oasis Café, located in Maupin, for this service. (The Oasis Café
(541) 395-2611.)

What to bring: In case of challenging weather:
T-shirt Sunglasses Rain/wind jacket and pants
Hat w/bill Swimsuit/shorts Wool socks

Wool sweater Sunscreen

Flashlight Dry clothes for evenings

Towel Basic personal toiletries

Bible, pen and paper  Closed toed shoes for rock climbing
Sturdy, secure tennis shoes/ sandals that won’t fall off
Sleeping Bag Sleeping Pad

*Space is limited so leave extras behind (approx. 1 cubic ft./person)
*Eor safety reasons please ask your group members to refrain from bringing “dip stick” water cannons or

squirt guns.

On the River Adventure Program we will be doing some rock climbing and so recommend bringing sturdy,
closed toed shoes for this. (Tennis shoes are fine.)

If you feel that members of your group may be bothered by cold water temperatures, “Farmer John” style
wetsuits and booties are recommended. They will insure your warmth and can be provided by YD
Adventures upon your request. While we understand the weather in Maupin is usually very warm, we
recommend being prepared.

At the beginning of the trip YD Adventures staff will collect from you the completely filled out
Medical/Liability Release Forms for each person, signed by a parent/legal guardian if the participant is
under 18 years of age. These are required. No exceptions can be made. Minimum age for participants
is 11 years of age.

Each raft will hold up to 6 people plus a YD Adventures Guide. Participants will constitute a paddle crew
to help maneuver the boat down the river. A minimum of 6 participants are required to paddle a raft.

Unfortunately, for safety reasons, we must require pregnant women to remain ashore during the rafting
season.

The YD Adventures staff has each raised their own support outside of any camper fees. They are
committed to Christ and view their services to you as services to Christ. We know you will enjoy each
other. The YD Adventures staff will be the final authority on your expedition. They appreciate your input
and insights tremendously.

DIRECTIONS TO THE TROUT CREEK PUT IN

(Please note B There is no store, phone, or running, drinkable water at the Trout Creek put-in. The
nearest store is found in Warm Springs, an hour drive from the put-in. It is recommended that you
either stop in Maupin to purchase food and drinks for your meal on the first evening, or that you
plan ahead and pack food and drinks sufficient to handle the needs of your group. YD Adventures
will provide a late evening snack for you and your group, but that should not be expected until
well after the normal time for dinner has passed.)

Allow 3 ' hours travel time from the Portland area.

You will want to get on to Highway 197
Travel through Maupin and follow Hwy 197 SOUTH
Continue SOUTH on Hwy 197 to mile marker 81 and turn RIGHT onto Qualle Rd.
Go about 2! miles to a large power plant tower. Make a RIGHT turn in front of the tower
Make an other immediate RIGHT onto Emerson Dr. (Unmarked, gravel)
Follow Emerson Dr to Eagle Ln and turn LEFT
Continue on the road to the town of Gateway and turn RIGHT onto Gateway Ave.
Go across the railroad tracks and turn RIGHT onto Deschutes/Trout Creek Rd. (1% Rt. after tracks)
Follow the road to the Trout Creek Campground. (Long downgrade, through a tunnel, across a creek,
etc ... Trust us!! ©)
At the fee station, turn LEFT and head into the campsite. We will be looking for you and
excitedly awaiting your arrival!

*Please try not to arrive too early as we need time to prepare for you and your group.*
